Made his film debut in Nagisa Oshima’s Taboo (1999). Became a hot topic 

after the role earned him a Blue Ribbon Award, a place on Kinema Junbo’s 

Top 10 list, the Mainichi Film Prize Grand Prix, a Japan Academy Award 

and multiple accolades for Best Newcomer.  Following several other roles, 

played the lead in Toshiaki Toshida’s Blue Spring  (2002), for which his 

acting’s overwhelming presence garnered attention. 

 

With 2003 came the lead in Collage of Our Lives, Hachigatsu no Kariyushi, 

and Karaoke Terror. In 2004, after a number of leading roles, made his stage 

debut in Yashagaike.  In 2005, Ryuhei appeared in the popular film NANA, 

and as the lead in Ranpo Noir. He continued a string of talked about roles in 

2006, including Takashi Miike’s Big Bang Love and in 2007, whilst 

appearing in films such as Nightmare Detective, Choshuu Five, Life Can Be 

So Wonderful, Purukogi, also starred in his first TV series Hagetaka, on 

NHK.
